Service
consists of three hymns (selected by the pastor/music director) and choral music (selected by the
Director of Music) for the introit, offertory anthem, and benediction response.

e Provide music for special services throughout the year including, but not limited to, Christmas Eve, Ash
Wednesday and Maundy Thursday during Holy Week

e Play for choir rehearsals on Thursdays from 7-8:30 pm, September to mid-June. The choir also rehearses
8:30-9:10 am, before the 9:30 Sunday service
Right of first refusal for funerals and weddings for additional compensation.

e Serve as a performance and rehearsal accompanist for all soloists (vocal or instrumental) as needed for
services

e Attend monthly music committee meetings during the regular church season (September- mid June)

e \We have Baldwin baby grand piano and a Viscount digital hybrid 4 manual organ

e Compensation for the regular season and the summer services is still to be determined. For more
information contact Rebecca Larson at PCUCC at the address below.
